Questions to ask yourself as you read the play
1)  What is the play literally about?  Define it in two-three sentences.

2)  Where does the play take place?  Don’t be descriptive here, keep it simple.  I.E. School hallway, park, family room.

3) What (if anything) do the characters mention about setting?  Time of day?  Temperature?  Any unique objects or features about the space.  You have to read carefully to catch these mentions.

4) What do the stage directions mention about the setting?  If they are not specific, do not add to it.  Simply, what do the stage directions say about the set?

5) What are the constrictions of the space I am designing for?  Are you able to change the scenery?  Does the scenery stay on stage the whole time?  Is there a fly system?  Would you utilize it?

6) What are some beginning things that you picture when you see this set in your mind?  Do you see particular colors?  Do you see anything special (trap doors, secret closets, raised platforms)?  Do you think the set is going to be complicated or simple?  Moving or stationary?
