Welcome back to the Dakota Ridge Theatre Program!  This class is a continuing course in the area of theatre, specifically acting.  It focuses on exploring yourself, both in mind and body.

Objectives:

1) Analyze and interpret physical, emotional, intellectual, and social dimensions of characters.
2) Understand and apply group concepts such as cooperation, consensus, building ensemble, and risk-taking to theatre and daily life.

3) Evaluate constructively your own and others’ collaborative efforts and artistic choices.

4) Research, evaluate, and synthesize cultural and historical information to support artistic choices.

5) Understand and apply a working theatre vocabulary based on professional theatre practices.

6) Read and analyze dramatic literature in terms of structure, theme, character, imagery, symbolism, language, and style.

7) Analyze and explain common themes among theatre and other disciplines

Standards:

1) Students develop interpersonal skills and problem-solving capabilities through group interaction and artistic collaboration.

2) Students understand and apply the creative process to fundamental skills of acting, playwriting, and directing.
3) Students understand and relate the role of theatre arts to culture and history.
4) Students analyze and assess the characteristics, merits, and meanings of traditional and modem forms of dramatic expression.
5) Students know and apply connections between theatre and other disciplines.
Grading:

Participation (15%), individual, group, and impromptu performances(60%) as well as written work and homework (25%) will all be factored into your grade.  The grading scale is as follows:
