Welcome back to the wonderful world of technical theatre.  You will be doing a lot of amazing things this semester.  You are going to have the opportunity to hone your design skills in the area of Scenic Design, Lighting Design, and Costume Design.  You will also be learning advanced paint techniques and building skills.
Objectives

1)  Apply the functions of scenery, properties, lighting, sound, make-up, and costumes to enhance audience comprehension.
2)  Understand and apply a working theatre vocabulary based on professional theatre practices.

3)  Research, evaluate, and synthesize cultural and historical information to support artistic choices.

4)  Organize and perform technical responsibilities according to established theatrical practice, standards of safety, and environmental guidelines.

5)  Analyze, research, select and design appropriate production concept.

6)  Understand and apply group concepts such as cooperation, consensus, building ensemble, and risk-taking to theatre and daily life.

7)  Understand and organize the interrelated responsibilities involved in theatre.
Standards

of design and technical production.
3)   Students know and apply connections between theatre and other disciplines.
