For the final in acting, you will be putting together a scene that has both character development and stage combat.  The requirements/steps are listed below with the grading rubric on the back of this assignment sheet.


REQUIREMENTS

1. Groups of 4 (no more than 4)

2. Scene needs to have every person involved in the stage combat.

3. Every move needs to be executed within the scene.

4. Scene needs to have a plot (beginning, middle, end)

5. Scene needs to be memorized and rehearsed!!!!!!

6. Scene needs to be safe

7. Scene needs to be polished.

8. Scene needs to have believable characters participating in believable fights.

9. Scene needs to be interesting to watch.

10. Scene needs to be rehearsed!!!!!!
